REGARDING CAMPING IN THE RA-2 DISTRICT

The City of Caro ordains:

Section 1. Amendment to Section 44-111.

Section 44-111, subsection (5) is amended in its entirety to read as follows:

(5) Publicly owned and operated libraries, parks, parkways and recreational
facilities. Camping is permitted within City owned parks and recreational facilities
as designated by the City Council. Recreational vehicles, trailers, or buses used for
such camping purposes are exempt from the limitation prescribed in Section 44-

512(9).

Section 2. Amendment to Section 44-512.

Section 44-512, subsection (f) is amended in its entirety to read as follows:

(f) Recreational vehicles, trailers or buses shall not be used as living quarters for a
period exceeding 14 days within any 90-day period, except as prescribed in Section

AN ORDINANCE TO ADD ANEW SECTION 44-516 OF THE CARO CITY CODE
REGARDING DRIVE-THROUGHS

The City of Caro ordains:

Section 1. Addition of Section 44-516.

A new Section 44-516 is added to the City Code and reads in its entirety as follows:

Section 44-516. Drive-throughs.

A drive-through shall be permitted in the B-1, B-2, OS-1, I-1, and I-2 disti'icts, subject to the
following conditions:

a. Drive-through lanes shall be at least 10 feet wide.

b. Drive-through lanes shall be located so as not to impede pedestrian or vehicular circulation
on the site or on abutting sites, including parking space and internal maneuvering lanes.
No drive-through lane shall include the use of any public space, street, alley, or sidewalk.

c. Adrive-through facility shall provide the requisite minimum vehicle stacking requirements

as follows:
USE MINIMUM STACKING REQUIREMENTS (PER LANE)
Restaurant 4 wvehicles between the menu board and pick-up window,

excluding the vehicle at the pick-up window.

4 vehicles before the menu board, excluding the vehicle at the
menu board.

Financial Institution | 6 vehicles, inclusive of the vehicle at the service window.

Drive-up automated teller machine (ATM) must comply with
Section 44-291(14).

Automobile Wash | 4 times the maximum capacity of the auto before the tunnel
Facility entrance.

3 vehicles beyond the tunnel exit.
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Automobile Service | 4 vehicles, inclusive of the vehicle being serviced.
Facility

Pharmacy 3 vehicles, inclusive of the vehicle at the window.

Other Uses For uses not listed above, the Planning Commission shall
determine the minimum vehicle stacking requirements at the time
of the site plan review, based upon analysis presented by the
applicant and reviewed by the zoning administrator.

Entrances to stacking lane(s) shall be clearly marked and a minimum of sixty (60) feet from
the closest intersection with the public street. The distance shall be measured from the
beginning of the stacking lane entrance to the edge of street pavement or the street curb
line, whichever is greater.

. Drive-through lanes shall have minimum centerline radius of 25 feet.

Drive-through lanes shall be paved with concrete and shall be striped, marked, or otherwise
distinctively delineated.

Drive-through lanes shall require a by-pass lane with a minimum width of 14 feet.

Lighting shall be installed in a manner which will not create a driving hazard on abutting
streets or which will not cause direct illumination on adjacent properties, and shall comply
with all other requirements of this Code.

A greenbelt, six-foot tall screening fence, or six-foot tall wall shall separate the drive-
through lanes and loading areas from adjacent districts zoned RA, OS-1, B-1 or B-2
districts and must comply all other requirements of this Code.

. If the Zoning Administrator or Planning Commission deems necessary, a detailed traffic

impact study shall be submitted with any site plan application involving a drive-through
facility. A Michigan licensed professional engineer experienced and qualified in traffic
engineering shall prepare the traffic impact study. The traffic impact study shall contain the
following information:

i.  Existing traffic conditions, including, but not limited to, average daily and peak
hour volumes, average and peak speeds, sight distances, accident data for the
previous three (3) years, and levels of service of intersections and streets affected
by the proposed development.

ii.  Projected traffic conditions for design year of occupancy.

iii.  Projected impacts of the proposed development, including, but not limited to,
projected peak hour and daily traffic generated by the development on streets in the
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vicinity of the development; sight lines at the intersections of the proposed access
connection and adjacent streets.

iv. A proposed mitigation plan to minimize traffic and safety impacts.

This ordinance also removes obsolete language involving the implementation time of a previous
ordinance regarding car ports, as the transition time has elapsed the transition language is
removed.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 44-502 OF THE CARO CITY CODE
REGARDING ACCESSORY BUILDINGS

The City of Caro ordains:

Section 1. Amendment to Section 44-502.

Section 44-502, Accessory Buildings, is amended in its entirety to read as follows.

Sec. 44-502. - Accessory buildings.

Accessory buildings, except as otherwise permitted in this chapter, shall be subject to the following
regulations:

1) Where the accessory building is structurally attached to a main building, it shall be subject
to, and must conform to, all regulations of this chapter applicable to the main building.

2) Accessory buildings shall not be erected in any minimum side yard setback nor in any front
yard.

3) An accessory building shall not occupy more than 25 percent of a required rear yard,
provided that in a residential district the total lot coverage of the accessory building shall
not exceed the ground floor area of the main building. Accessory buildings shall not exceed

14 feet in height. See Figure:

Measuring Building Height

4) No detached accessory building shall be located closer than ten feet to any main building
nor shall it be located closer than eight feet to any side or rear lot line to the exterior wall

of the structure.
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5) No more than one attached or detached accessory building shall be permitted for each lot,
excluding garages, either attached or detached.

6) Dwelling units with attached garages may be allowed not more than one detached
accessory building not to exceed 250 square feet in total area. Dwelling units without an
attached garage may be allowed not more than one detached accessory building not to
exceed 790 square feet in total area. On a parcel of one acre or more, no detached accessory
building shall exceed 1,500 square feet.

7) When an accessory building is located on a corner lot, the side lot line of which is
substantially a continuation of the front lot line of the lot to its rear, said building shall not
project beyond the front yard setback required on the lot to the rear of such corner lot. In
no instance shall an accessory building be located nearer than ten feet to a street right-of-
way line.

8) A detached accessory building, when located on the same or adjoining lot, shall not involve
any business, profession, trade or occupation.

9) All structures must meet the building construction type of manufactured wood or steel and
cannot consist of vinyl, plastic, or canvas material for the primary construction covering
for the exterior walls and/or roofs.

10) Failure to receive from the city all of the required permits and approvals for an accessory
building, and to comply with the provisions regarding accessory building will be deemed
a violation of section 44-654.

Section 2. Severability and Validity.

If any portion of this Ordinance is found invalid for any reason, such holding will not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 3. Repealer.

Any ordinances that conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent necessary to give this
Ordinance full force and effect.

This Ordinance takes effect seven (7) days after publication.

As you know, as part of the recently adopted Fiscal Year 2025/2026 budget, one of the items was
the replacement of the air compressor for the Fire Department which recently blew up (literally).
In order to return this vital piece of equipment to service as soon as possible it is requested to
approve the purchase of an air compressor now as it will not arrive, and payment will not be due,
until after July 1%t and the new fiscal year.

Fire Chief Heckroth obtained quotes from two vendors, the first is Bauer Legacy for an estimated
cost of $45,816.68 for the air compressor and installation, the second is from Fire Safety USA for
$41,153.00 for the parts only. This item was budgeted $50,000 to complete.

Upon the recommendation of the Fire Chief, it is the request to purchase the air compressor
system from Bauer Legacy as the price includes installation and guarantees the project comes in
under budget, whereas installation costs of the other system would be an unknown and could
possibly exceed the budgeted cost.

Members of the Caro City Council,

As you know, at our last Council meeting, after an initial review, the Council asked for a few
changes, some typographical some of substance, to the proposed contract for Thomas Reese to
continue to serve as the DPW Superintendent.

The substantive changes are:

1. The clothing allowance was reduced to $400, which matches the level of the Wastewater
Plant Superintendent but is lower than the amount agreed upon for the union to go into
effect July 1.

2. Inserted language requiring reimbursement to have receipts in accordance with City
Policy.

3. As the results of Tom’s pending tests were not known as of the due date and time of
agenda items, the provision from the previous contract requiring these be obtained was
reinserted, which has a time frame of 1 year, or another reasonable time frame as
determined by the City Manager, this language is the exactly the same as his current
contract, only the time frame is narrowed.

If between the writing of this memo and the Council meeting the test results are known, the
provision can be removed during Council consideration, as well as the level of pay which
corresponds to the current known license level.

Your options for motions are:

1. Motion to allow the City Manager and City Clerk to sign the renewed employment
agreement with Thomas Reese as presented.

2. (If changes are desired) Motion to allow the City Manager and City Clerk to sign the

renewed employment agreement with Thomas Reese as amended.

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EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT
CITY OF CARO AND THOMAS REESE

The Agreement made and entered into this 1st day of July 2025 by Thomas Reese and
between the City of Caro, a Municipal Corporation of the State of Michigan, hereinafter
referred to as "City", and Thomas Reese hereinafter referred to as "DPW

Superintendent”.

Whereas, DPW Superintendent understands that he will be employed on an "at will
status" for a three (3) year term for the City of Caro, serving at the pleasure of the City
Manager and shall be subject to removal by the City Manager with or without cause, and
Whereas, The DPW Superintendent and City desire to have an employment Agreement,
hereinafter referred to as "Agreement" which specifies his compensation for a period of
three (3) years, but the DPW Superintendent fully understands and acknowledges that
even though the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth may be for a three (3) year
period there is no promise of the City to definite term of employment and with the
expectation that the DPW Superintendent will still be employed and the terms of
employment are as hereinafter set forth. Both parties fully understand that said contract
is for a three (3) year period and nothing in said Agreement shall be nor is intended to be
construed to make said employment other than an "at will status" with the DPW
Superintendent is at the pleasure of the City Manager, who has the power of termination
with or without cause.

Now, Therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises of the parties, It
Is Agreed As Follows:

1. Duties: The DPW Superintendent shall be the Operating and Administrative Head
of the Department of Public Works, which shall include the drinking water system, streets,
alleys, parks and municipal parking lots and sanitary/storm sewer collection system, and
shall conduct, manage and discharge the duties of the position to the best of his ability,
all the duties imposed by the United States, State of Michigan, the Home Rule Cities Act,
the Caro City Charter, City of Caro Code of Ethics, the City Manager, policies and
procedures enacted by the City, and the City of Caro Public Works Superintendent job
description, as may be amended.

Responsibilities: The DPW Superintendent shall be responsible to the City
Manager for administration of the department including planning, organizing, directing,
controlling, reporting, and coordinating departmental operations, and working
cooperatively with other City departments and applicable agencies, and those
businesses, vendors, service providers, organizations and citizens that do business with,
or are served by the City. The DPW Superintendent is required to obtain and maintain in
good standing all required licenses for the maintenance and operation of the drinking
water systems within one (1) year of this contract going into effect or other reasonable
timeframe approved by the City Manager. The Licenses required are S2 Water
Distribution, D2 Limited Treatment, and any other such licenses the State of Michigan
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may require. Construction Storm Water Certification, and Wastewater Class B licenses
are encouraged but not required.

2. Compensation: In the event that the DPW Superintendent is employed by the City,
his salary will be payable in equal increments according to the City's regular payroll cycle.
The DPW Superintendent will be paid at either Level 1 if he has his S3, D3 or below
licenses, and at Level 2 if he has all required licenses of S2, D2, and above, as verified
by the City Manager.

July 1, 2025 — June 30, 2026 $79,376 $83,746

July 1, 2026 - June 30, 2027 $81,757 $86,259

July 1, 2027 — June 30, 2028 $84,210 : $88,846
3. Holidays: The DPW Superintendent shall receive the same holidays as the other

non-represented City Department Heads.

4. Pension: The City agrees to allow the DPW Superintendent to participate in the
established employee's retirement plan (Mission Square 457). The City will pay on behalf
of the DPW Superintendent into the established employees' pension plan (Mission
Square 401A) account based on seven percent (7%) of DPW Superintendent's annual
base wage as employee's earnings accrue only and exclude all fringe benefits. The DPW
Superintendent agrees to pay into said retirement program (Mission Square 457) 1% of
his wages as a match towards the City contribution. If the DPW Superintendent chooses
to place 2% of base wages within the before mentioned pension plan, then the City shall
contribute 8% of base wages towards said retirement plan. If the DPW Superintendent
chooses to place 4% of base wages within the above-mentioned pension plan then the
City shall contribute 10% of base wages towards said retirement plan.

5. Disability and Life Insurance: Disability and Life Insurance during employment with
the City shall be furnished to DPW Superintendent as stated in the Plan Document and
is the same for all other City of Caro employees. Additionally, the DPW Superintendent is
entitled to worker's compensation coverage should he be injured on the job the same as
other employees of the City.

6. Health Insurance: During his employment as DPW Superintendent, the City agrees
to provide medical/hospital/health insurance for DPW Superintendent as defined in the
Plan Document and to other City Department Heads. If DPW Superintendent desires to
receive medical/hospital/health insurance through the City of Caro, his monthly premium
contribution shall be twenty percent (20%) of actual premium cost as outlined in Michigan
Public Act 152 of 2011. The City reserves the right to modify the health insurance
coverage in accordance with plan changes implemented for other non-represented
personnel or the health insurance payment in lieu of.

7. Death or Incapacitation During Term of Employment: If the DPW Superintendent

dies, the City shall pay to his estate all the compensation which would otherwise be
payable to the DPW Superintendent up to the date of his death. If the employee becomes
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medically incapacitated, the City shall pay to the DPW Superintendent all compensation
owed to the employee. Agreement shall terminate as of said date of death or
incapacitation. As used herein, compensation means all wages owed to the DPW
Superintendent up to the date of death and all unused vacation and sick time up to the

date of death.

8. Vacation: The City agrees to furnish the DPW Superintendent with one hundred
sixty (160) hours of paid vacation per year effective the anniversary date of hire. Said one
hundred sixty (160) hours shall continue until reaching such higher amount of annual
vacation hours as stated with the Caro Employee Handbook or as changed within this
Agreement. Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, the maximum
carryover from one year to the next shall be forty (40) hours. All accumulated vacation
hours shall be paid to him upon termination of employment if DPW Superintendent has
given thirty (30) days advanced notice. Upon retirement the Department Head shall be
paid for accrued vacation pay per the City of Caro Employee Handbook.

9. Sick Pay: DPW Superintendent shall be entitled to twelve (12) sick days per year.
Said sick days shall accumulate at the rate of eight (8) hours during each month of this
Agreement up to a maximum of two hundred and forty (240) hours. Upon termination of
employment DPW Superintendent shall be paid for fifty percent (50%) of unused sick
leave hours, up to a maximum of two hundred and forty (240) hours at then DPW
Superintendent current rate of pay if DPW Superintendent has given fourteen (14) day
notice on or before expiration of contract; provided however, that in the event employment
is terminated for misfeasance or malfeasance of DPW Superintendent, there will be no
payment by the City to DPW Superintendent for unused accumulated sick pay. Upon
retirement the DPW Supermtendent shall be paid for accrued sick pay per the City of Caro
Employee Handbook.

10.  Work Schedule: DPW Superintendent shall normally work eighty (80) hours bi-
weekly as assigned by the City Manager; however, it is understood that there will be
occasions when the DPW Superintendent will have unusual hours due to emergencies,
special events or other needs of the City requiring the attention of the DPW
Superintendent. Understanding this, the DPW Superintendent will be permitted to take
“flex" time as time off during normal office hours to maintain a balanced forty (40) hour
work week or eighty (80) hour bi-weekly pay period. "Flex" is not measured for
accumulation and as such, DPW Superintendent shall not be reimbursed for any unused
“flex" time, nor is it considered a liability to the City for accounting purposes.

11.  Work Rules: City reserves the right to publish and enforce reasonable work rules,
policies and regulations as long as the terms thereof are not in violation of any term of
this Agreement, further provided that said work rules will be in writing. Said work rules
shall go into effect upon personal service of said rules on DPW Superintendent. Within
this Agreement it is also understood that all other work rules outside of those expressly
provided within this Agreement shall be referred to all City Departments, regulations, and
those contained within the City of Caro Employee Handbook including but not limited to
an annual performance review by the City Manager.
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12.  Professional Development: The City agrees to pay for any and all classes attended
by the DPW Superintendent that are required for his employment and agreed on by the
DPW Superintendent and the City Manager.

13.  Uniforms and Equipment: The City shall furnish DPW Superintendent with the
necessary uniforms and equipment to perform his duties. The annual uniform allowance
shall be a reimbursement of no more than $400.00 annually to be spent between July 1st
and June 30th of each year.

14.  Communications: The City will provide a $50/month cell phone allowance to DPW
Superintendent so that he can be contacted as necessary, even during non-work hours.

15. Business Expenses: Upon the approval of the City Manager, the City shall
reimburse DPW Superintendent for any City business related expenses that he has paid
out of his personal funds with valid receipts in accordance with City Policy.

16.  Termination of Agreement. This Agreement is for a three (3) year term as
hereinbefore mentioned because the DPW Superintendent is employed "at will status"
and serves only at the pleasure of the City Manager. However, in the event that the
employment of the DPW Superintendent is terminated without cause prior to June 30,
2028, the City agrees that it shall give the DPW Superintendent sixty (60) calendar days
severance pay based upon the rate of pay in effect in this contract at the time of
severance. In the event the DPW Superintendent decides to terminate his employment,
then the severance pay mentioned for said sixty (60) calendar days is not applicable, and
there shall be no 'severance pay'. In the event that the Agreement is terminated resulting
in the severance of employment of the DPW Superintendent for malfeasance,
nonfeasance or other form of misconduct in office, including violation of the City of Caro
Code of Ethics, then there shall be no severance payment.

17.  Voluntary Separation (Resignation or Retirement): DPW Superintendent shall
notify the City in writing fourteen (14) days prior to voluntarily terminating employment
with the City if said voluntary termination is before June 30, 2028. Upon termination of
employment, DPW Superintendent shall have the responsibility for turning in all
equipment and property belonging to the City.

18. Indemnification: City shall defend, save harmless and indemnify DPW
Superintendent against any tort, professional liability claims or demand or other legal
action, whether groundless or otherwise, arising out of an alleged act of omission
occurring in the performance of DPW Superintendent duties for the City of Caro with such
duties to include all obligations and commitments as hereinbefore set forth in this
Agreement. The City will pay the amount of any settlement of judgment rendered thereon;
provided, however, that nothing herein shall obligate the City to pay the costs of defending
any criminal action brought by any state or federal authority.
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19.  Duration of Agreement: As herein before set forth this Agreement is for a three (3)
year term as herein before mentioned because the DPW Superintendent is employed on
an "at will status"; however, as set forth in the Agreement, the parameters of this
Agreement encompasses a period beginning July 1, 2025, and ending on June 30, 2028.

20.  Prior Agreements: All prior Agreements pertaining to, connected with or arising in
any manner out of employment of DPW Superintendent, including, but not limited to prior
employment Agreements, either oral or in writing, between the parties are hereby
terminated and shall hereafter be of no force or effect whatsoever.

21.  Governing Law: The Agreement and the construction and interpretation hereof
shall at all times and in all respects be governed by the laws of the State of Michigan.

22. Entire Agreement: The parties agree that this Agreement contains the entire
Agreement and understanding by and between the City of Caro and the DPW
Superintendent with respect to employment of the DPW Superintendent and no
representations, promises, contracts, or understandings, written or oral, not contained
herein, shall be of any force or effect. No change or modification of this Agreement shall
be valid or binding unless it is in writing and signed by the party intending to be bound.
No waiver of any provision of this Agreement shall be valid unless it is in writing and
signed by the party against whom the waiver is sought to be enforced. No valid waiver of
any provision of this Agreement, at any time, shall be deemed a waiver of any other
provision of this Agreement at such time or any other time.

23.  Savings: The parties agree that should any party of this Agreement be rendered or
declared invalid or illegal by legislation, decree of a court of competent jurisdiction,
National Labors Relations Board or other established, or to be established, governmental
administrative tribunal, such invalidation shall not affect the remaining portions of this
Agreement.

I attended Caro Rotary on June 2, 2025. The speakers were Susan Holder and Angie Souvia.
They reported that the Caro Chamber of Commerce is having their 35" Annual Cars and
Crafts event on June 6 and 7, 2025. They also reported on all the activities that were taking
place. Also, Molly Hildinger thanked the Caro Rotary Club for the scholarship and gave a
synopsis of what her future plans are.

The Tuscola Economic Development Corp meeting took place on June 3, 2025, at the MSU
Extension office. A new director has been hired. There will not be another meeting in June.

The next meeting is July 29, 2025.

The Caro Chamber of Commerce 35" Annual Cars and Crafts event was well attended on
both Friday and Saturday, June 6-7, 2025. I enjoyed the kickoff and food concessions in the
“food court” as well as visiting with the vendors. There were many fun events including the
Annual Car, Bike & Big Rig Show, DJ entertainment and numerous family activities.

I attended Caro Rotary on June 9, 2025, and the guest speaker was Neil Jackson with the
Tuscola County Fair Board.

Members of the Caro City Council,

The best month of the year, for no other reason than it is my birthday month, June is upon
us and with it we are finally experiencing the summer weather we have so been looking
forward to here in Caro.

Unfortunately, for the second time we had to cancel the Summer Kick-Off due to
uncooperative weather. As it would be slightly silly to try a third time when we are already
a month into unofficial summer, we have simply rescheduled the foam party for Saturday,
July 5, 2025, from 4-7pm at Bieth Park. This will allow residents to enjoy the foam party
then head over to the Caro Moose Lodge for their annual fireworks show. | am happy we
were able to turn this twice handed two us lemon into lemonade of being able to partner
with a local organization to enhance a holiday tradition.

| am also happy to report to Council that the bathroom refresh project has been completed
and is now open to the public for use. Those who have seen it are very happy with the
results, as am |, and we are already looking at what we want to do as part of the bathroom
projects in the Fire Hall and at DPW. Also, the sidewalk project is underway, there was a
hiccup in the beginning with some of the first cement pours, but the issue was identified
and corrected. The parking lot project is nearing completion as the first round of asphalt
should be in place by the time of this meeting, and after the landscaping is planted, the
final layer of asphalt will be layed, the spaces painted, and the parking lot open for
business. We anticipate final completion by the end of next week.

In addition to my usual attendance at Rotary, meetings with staff, residents, business
interests, and the like, | was asked to attend the Caro Firefighters meeting in light of recent
events to speak about our processes for discussing issues, and how to bring them to my
level if need be. More importantly, | was heartened to see 5 individuals present at the
meeting who were interested in joining the fire department, and another who was willing
to lend a hand in the short term if needed. It is a great thing to see people who see an
issue in their community and instead of talking about it raising their hand and volunteering
to help out. That is the kind of small-town community reaction | have heard about my
whole life as a suburbanite and it warms my slightly cynical heart to see it for myself. |
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also attended the meeting that shared the results of the Feasibility Study for the Caro
Dam. Upon review of the options, it seems that returning the dam to its former state will
be almost impossible from both a cost and State permitting point of view. The most viable
options seem to be replacing the dam with a lower sea lamprey barrier, or complete
removal of the dam and returning the river to its natural state. Both options will cost
millions of dollars so a lot of consideration will have to take place before an option is
chosen by the community at large.

| would like to remind Council about the Vietham Moving Wall which will be at the Aimer
soccer fields on June 27-29. Parking is available at the Caro Moose as the area around
the Moving Wall is intended to have a somber, reflective atmosphere. There will be an
Opening Ceremony on June 27t at 9:00 am and a Closing Ceremony on June 29" at
7:00 pm. The Moving Wall was last in town 21 years ago, so this is a once-in-a-generation
opportunity.

Lastly, | will be taking a vacation the week of June 23™. As | am scheduled to have work
done at my home during this time, | foresee no travel which would require the naming of
an Acting Manager. However, if | take a spontaneous day trip and will be out of
communication range, | will notify Council via email and name an Acting Manager at that
time.
